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How to Make an Application to The Honeywood Trust
The Honeywood Trust is a registered charity that provides Information Technology for people with disabilities with a view to promoting their education, independence and wellbeing or helping them in the service of other members of the disabled community. It is normally the Trust’s policy to buy the complete package of equipment required by the beneficiary where possible. This equipment is for the beneficiary’s use and enjoyment for an indefinite period; however, The Honeywood Trust retains ownership. If the equipment provided subsequently becomes unsuitable the Trust can reconsider the beneficiary’s needs. The Trust expects the beneficiary to maintain and insure the equipment while it is in his/her possession.
For the trustees to give proper consideration to your request they need to have a letter of application. Application by email is acceptable with the letter as an attachment. Your letter should specify the following information concisely:
1. Full details of your disability and the likely prognosis with a supporting letter from your doctor or social worker;
2. Your full address, telephone number and date of birth. If we may contact you by email then please also give your email address;
3. A financial justification showing why you could not afford to pay for the required equipment out of your own household income or savings (e.g. Statement of monthly income and outgoings or a recent bank statement covering at least one full month);
4. A clear explanation of how the proposed equipment will help you and what you propose to do with it. Please give as much detail as possible and include details of any previous computer or related experience;
5. An exact specification of the equipment required. The specification should be sufficient to enable the Trust to obtain price quotations. Please bear in mind any needs you may have for initial and on-going support. The Trust does not pay for maintenance contracts nor for on-going costs like broadband subscriptions.
The personal details that you supply will only be used for the purposes of assessing your suitability for a grant and will not be passed to any other person or organisation.
